Before the opening of the new logistics center, the parts were stored externally. With the new building, the transportation route could be reduced from 15 km to only 75 meters. With this move, MTU Maintenance will significantly save costs, optimize its internal processes and is able to strengthen its position among the international competition.

Only recently, MTU Maintenance has successfully completed the test cell correlation for the world’s largest aircraft engine, the GE90.
